From the old minute books of No XII

Greenock 14th May 1907 

 

Right Worshipful Sir 

 

Owing to my having given up my appointments of Council Officer and Hall Keeper to the Corporation, and 

as I have now removed from the Municipal Buildings, I beg respectfully to resign my office as Tyler of Lodge 

Greenock Kilwinning No 12 which has its meeting place in the buildings and which office I have had the 

honour to hold for 15 years.  Thanking you RW Sir, and the Wardens and Brethren for all your past 

kindnesses.
