It’s funny how connections are made...

When our Master emailed me the Master’s Musings this morning, he urged me to check the
grammar and syntax carefully, because he had his “grandson blethering in my ear as | tried to
compile it so it's likely to contain some mistakes”. This was duly done!

However, Jim went on to say, “He is now practising his chanter and if | hear "l see Mull" once
more I'm going to move there”! Aha, I thought, that’s a connection.

How funny it was that the tune being practised for it was written as the Gaelic song “Chi mi
Muile” by Greenock Gael Duncan C. McLellan who, as well as being a musician (singing and
playing the piano and bagpipes), lived in Brisbane Street in Greenock and worked firstly as a
butcher and then, as so many butchers in his day did, moving to IBM from where he retired.
Duncan won the Gold Medal for Gaelic singing at the National Mod in Dundee in 1937.



The same Duncan McLellan was Initiated into No. XII on 19" March 1946, Passed on 3
September 1946 and Raised on 24™ December 1946. (Yes, imagine that a meeting on Christmas
Eve). For many years thereafter he was a regular performer at Lodge events and harmonies giving
the brethren the benefit of his superb tenor voice. | remember piping at ceilidhs for Comunn Tir
Nam Bean, the Greenock Gaelic Association, in my late teens and early twenties when Duncan
was on the programme. He would have been in his 60s by then but he still had a fine voice.

Neil Forbes was a character, known to us as
Neilly, Big Neilly, the Bombardier or Blood
Boots. The series of nicknames conjure up
different pictures of the same brother that we
knew and loved. Neilly’s Mother Lodge was
Crawfurdsburn Greenock No. 1121 but as well as
being an ever present there, he rarely missed a
meeting at No. XII. His commitment to
attendance was so great that he was made an
. Honorary Member of No. XII on 18" January
2011. Neilly accepted the award with a great deal
of pride — and humility. There were many things
in his life of which Neilly was very proud -his
wife Irene and their 3 daughters, his upbringing,
membership of the Boys’ Brigade, his National
Service in the Royal Artlllery (hence the nickname Bombardier), Lodges 1121 and No. XIlI, his
sporting prowess at football, golf and latterly bools and last, but by no means least, The Rangers.

Neilly was brought up at ‘the heid o’ the hill’ in Greenock, an area which was unequivocal in its
allegiances and this shaped the lives of all who lived there back in the day.

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Neil was bright and did well at Primary school, passing his
‘Qualifying Exam’ and gaining entrance to the Senior Secondary
School just down the road from where he lived, Greenock High.
Like many of us in a similar position, Neilly was proud to have
been a ‘High School boy’.

On leaving school, Neilly ‘served his time’ in an apprenticeship.
oussoiiin After his time was out, he joined the Greenock Police and served
i for some years as a cop on the beat. It was in the police that he



met his wife-to-be, Irene. It was from his later time in the IBM factory in Spango Valley that
many remember him best and the stories emanating from his time there gave much laughter over
the years. Unfortunately, | do not have any that are suitable to be told here! After IBM early
retirement, Neilly also worked as a hospital porter and a security guard at the Ardgowan Medical
Centre car park. He definitely had a varied career!!

Neilly was a footballer of some repute; an uncompromising left back (hence Blood Boots) who
played with Stirling Albion and Junior teams including Renfrew, Dunoon and Port Glasgow.
During his time at the Port, the Club enjoyed considerable success winning the Kirkwood Shield
and the Pompey Cup, competitions open to all the Junior Clubs in Glasgow and District. Neilly
also helped Greenock Police to win the Scottish Police Championship and was capped twice for
the Scottish Police team.

In his post-football days, Neilly was a very successful golfer, getting down to a single figure
handicap and winning the Whinhill trophy at the Beith Dam course and the Tennent Trophy at
Greenock GC. As the joints began to creak a little, Neilly took to bowls and he greatly enjoyed
his membership at the Ardgowan Club.

He was also a member of the 175 Masonic Club and served as Hon. Secretary there for a while
and, of course, was a season ticket holder in the Copland Stand at Ibrox.

Big Neilly was a larger than life character who was firm in his beliefs and was never afraid to let
them be known. He was also a kind and thoughtful man as my own family experienced and, of
course, so too in plenty did Irene and the girls.

Although we had not seen him around the Lodges for the past 4 years or so owing to his
deteriorating health, he is greatly missed amongst us. Neilly will be remembered always by those
of us who were lucky enough to know him and by his family. His humour, be it conscious or
unconscious, was legendary. The world was better for his presence and the Grand Lodge Above
now benefits from his attendance which, I am sure will be extremely regular. | hope the harmony
food is as good as Tony Buckley’s which he enjoyed so much at No. X1l washed down by a wee
dram or two.

A Sad Evening

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Masters’ Deputation
Lodge Montgomerie Kilwinning Skelmorlie No. 624
Wednesday 111" September 2024

Our Master, Bro Jim Livingstone sent me the following report.

I had the pleasure of leading a small deputation of Masters into 624 where we carried out an
exemplification of an Entered Apprentice Degree with yours truly attempting the First Degree
Secrets for the first time since 1989! There were a few well known faces in the deputation and a
very enjoyable evening was had by all. It was a great chance to catch up with old friends. In the
photo you might recognise Robert Little (Stinchar Valley 1705), John Muir (Meridian 1779), Les
Pearson (Largs 173), and the Masters of Burns Dundonald No. 1759 and Burns St. Mary No. 505.

Refurbishing the Third Degree Tracing Board

The Lodge Tracing Boards were donated by an eminent and grateful Brother, Bro. Joseph G.
Shanks in the 19" Century. Unfortunately, despite a bespoke storage box being manufactured in
1878, they have been subject to much damage over the decades owing to careless handling and
storage. All three were in much need of repair and refurbishment. Since the Third Degree Tracing
Board was most in need of attention, the General Committee decided that it should be seen to
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first. It even had a tear in it occasioned by a careless brother in the 1980s — or so a source tells
me who claims to have witnessed the accident!

It was decided that the job had to be done properly by a professional in the field. The board
already had the evidence of amateurish approaches including some ‘work’ in felt pen. A quick
internet search brought us Sylvia Krauss, an art restorer in Glasgow. | made contact and, with
IPM Bro. Brian McFadyen, visited her, with the Tracing Board, at her studio in the former
Templeton Carpet factory beside Glasgow Green. Sylvia gave us a detailed description of what
needed done and the General Committee agreed to accept her estimate for the works.

The results of her labours are outstanding. Before photos are on the left and after on the right
below, with a full view of the front on top and a view of the tear on the bottom.




As an indication of the detail of the work involved, the scheme of works is reproduced below.

Lifting paint around areas of canvas damage, scratches or along the edges was
consalidated with sturgeon glue and the help of a heated spatula.

Mirror plates wera screwed on across two of the corner conneclions for stabilisation.

A light surface cleaning was carried cut in preparation for vamish removal with
deionisad watar anky.

Repair to punctures and the large tear was carried out via thread end to thread end
gluing with diluted palyvinyl acetate emulsion (ph neutral Lineco in deionisad water
1:1) and the help of a heated nesdle. Missing threads or thosa too far damaged at the
large tear ware replaced with length of new linen threads of a similar strength. Thoss
and any free ends of orginal threads were woven together info the comect position
bafare securing the opposing ends.

Ramaval of the discoloured and dirty varnish and amateur retouching was carried out
with & solvent mixture of IsoPropanal and Iso Octane 1:1.

Lossas of paint and ground layer were filled with chalk bound in polyvinyl alcohal
{10% Mowiol in deionised water). After drying and levelling tha fillings wera isclated
with conservation standard acryfic (10% Paraloid BT2 in Methoxypropanol). The very
shallow losses to the paint layer only were left without filling.

A preliminary layer of retouching was applied with watercolours.

An izolation layer of varnish was applied by brush, using 16% dammar in a spacial
mixtura of white spirts (30% aromatics) and the addition of 3% UV-absorber Tinuwvin
282,

Final adjustments to the refouching were applied using Gamblin consarvation colours
{pigmants ready bound in stable synihalic resin Laropal A8).

A fimal layer of varnish { 16% dammar as above) was applied by brush.

Awadding infill {polyester wadding cut to size and adhered onio a sheet of Mealinex
with ph nautral polyvinyl acetate Evacon-R) was aftached onto the reverse of tha
stainar frame with sirips of Beva film (heat aclivated consarvation adhesiva).

The frama received a light surface clean with deionisad waler and some touching up
of scratched and dents. A build-up was constructed onfo the back in pine and toned to
mafch.

The painfing was secured into the frame rebate with mirror plates. A backing of foam
board was attached across the back and sealed with gummed paper tape,
