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I am grateful to Bro. Hector Macphail PM for the following eulogy.  Bro. Hector took a keen 

interest in Bro. Alex communicated regularly with both him and Alex’s son, Stewart. 

 

Eulogy for Past Master Alexander More, Died 26th November 2025 

 

Those of us who remember him were all saddened to learn of the passing to The Grand Lodge 

Above, on Wednesday, 26th November 2025, of our Senior Past Master Bro. Alexander More, or 

‘Big Alex’ as he was always affectionately known. 

 

Alex was a truly extraordinary gentleman and had a wisdom and 

humour that endeared him to the lodge, which he served well and led 

as Master from 1973 to 1975. 

 

He was also a Past Provincial Grand Senior Warden.  He is shown as 

an Installing Master on the left in 1977. 

 

Alex was a very successful man, which is worthy of note, considering 

the challenges that he faced in his early life:  

 

He was born on 4th March 1926 on a croft in the tiny township of 

Sarclet, situated on the east coast of Caithness.  He was the eldest of 

five, and he grew up in this small basic cottage with no electricity or 

domestic water. The roof was thatched, water was drawn daily from 

a local well, heat came from a peat-fired range, light from oil lamps, 

and the external toilet was an old oil drum filled up with water and 

Jeyes Fluid, with a spar of wood across it to sit on. 

 

(Government Grants were later awarded in 1967 to modernise the 

facilities, long after Alex had left home, but he did return briefly and 

used the Grant to re-roof the cottage and completed the modernisation 

himself, with some help from his two brothers.) 

 

Alex left school at 14 with no qualifications and embarked on a 5-

year carpentry apprenticeship, which he completed in 1945.  Due to 

his lack of a wider academic education, although a skilled carpenter, 

he might have been considered semi-literate at that time but was 

greatly supported and encouraged by his wife Mary, and later his son 

Stewart.  With their support and his own perseverance, he honed his 

literacy skills and became proficient in reading and a very capable writer.  

 

After completing his apprenticeship, he served two years of National Service. This being at the 

end of WW2 (1945), requirements for the military were not high, and so he was encouraged to go 

into one of the civic services, and he chose the Police Service in Glasgow, where he was able to 

lodge with his aunt and uncle. 

 

Bro. Alexander More PM PPSGW 
 

No. XII’s Senior Past Master - 4th March 1926 to 26th November 2025  
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After completing his National Service in 1947, Alex spent the next six years working around 

Glasgow, still with the Police for a while, but then started working in a local hotel, using his 

modest income and spare time, to pursue his further education by attending night classes.  This 

enabled him to enrol in technical college, where he gained good qualifications. 

 

These qualifications, in conjunction with his time served as a carpentry apprentice, put him in an 

ideal position to consider becoming a technical teacher, and so he embarked on a one-year teacher 

training course, which he completed in 1954. 

 

Alex then secured the position of technical teacher at Port Glasgow High School, where he stayed 

for around ten years. 

 

Alex and his wife, Mary, then bought a semi-derelict top-floor and attic flat at 18 Bentinck Street, 

for a very reasonable price due to Alex’s tenacious negotiating skills. He then completely 

renovated the property by himself, over several years. 

 

In the mid-sixties, Alex was offered, and accepted, a more senior teaching role at Paisley 

Grammar School. During the early 1970’s, Alex’s career advanced again, with him securing the 

position of lecturer in Building and Construction at Jordanhill Teacher Training College in 

Glasgow. 

 

Around the same time, Alex and Mary bought a site on Lyle Road, on which he designed and had 

built an impressive, detached house, which they moved into in 1974. 

 

Later, Alex took the opportunity of buying a plot of land on Octavia Terrace near the Rugby Club, 

as well as a large garage on Madeira Lane, as investments.  (Until selling it, Alex put the garage 

to practical use as a timber store for his various projects and to keep his big caravan secure).  

Alex’s land on Octavia Terrace attracted a lot of keen interest from builders, and it proved to be 

another lucrative investment when, years later, he sold it to allow flats to be built on the site. 

 

Alex then sold the Bentinck Street flat, generating 

sufficient profit to allow him to purchase a large plot of 

land at Killin on which to build a holiday bungalow.  

Whereas Alex designed but only part-built the Lyle Road 

house, the house in Killin was built totally by himself, with 

only some labouring assistance from an elderly neighbour 

when required.

Career-wise: around this time, in the mid 1980’s, Alex got promoted to Senior Lecturer at 

Jordanhill College before becoming a Consultant Lecturer at Strathclyde University, and a School 

Inspector. 

 

Alex and Mary then purchased a semi-detached villa on Fort Matilda Place at a very keen price, 

and they moved in, selling the house at 1a Lyle Road.  (The proceeds of this sale were then added 

to their portfolio to fund a comfortable retirement). 

 

A few years later, Alex and Mary, who had pursued her own successful teaching career, both 

decided to accept an early retirement package from the education authority, sold their Fort Matilda 

Place house, and moved permanently to their holiday home in Killin. 
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In 1990, Mary had an accident affecting her mobility, and as the Killin bungalow was on a hill, 

they decided to look for a more practical home. They then purchased a detached house in the 

village of Luncarty, Alex, as usual, managing to negotiate a below-market price for this property! 

They moved to Luncarty in 2001. 

 

Sadly, Alex’s wife, Mary, died in 2015, and now 

being on his own, he was encouraged by his 

sister to move up to the area of his youth to be 

near her and her family. Alex then bought a fine 

bungalow in Helmsdale and moved North.  On 

the left, Hector is seen with Alex in 2023 in that 

very bungalow.  

 

In 2024, being 98 years old and finding it 

increasingly difficult to live on his own, Alex 

decided to move to a Care Home.  With the help 

of his son, Stewart, he then sold his Helmsdale 

house, and Stewart managed to obtain 

comfortable accommodation for him at Seaforth 

House, a care home in Golspie. 

 

As might be expected, when Alex arrived, he was immediately allocated ‘Room No. 1’!  In 

Seaforth House, Alex, or Sandy as he was known locally, was popular amongst the residents, as 

well as with the very attentive care staff who looked after him. He lived respected and died 

regretted by all who knew him.

The 6th Jack and Alistair Glenny Memorial Lecture 
Creative Regeneration: Our Inverclyde Our Future 

 

The annual No XII Glenny Memorial Lecture is in memory of the Glenny 

brothers, Jack and Alistair, both Past Masters and stalwarts of the lodge 

(left), who passed to the Grand Lodge Above within weeks of one another 

between December 2019 and February 2020.  They were both excellent 

communicators, and this seemed the appropriate way to remember them.   

 

This was actually the 2026 Glenny lecture but was brought forward from 

its usual January slot for syllabus expediency. 

 

 

The lecture was an open meeting and illustrated talk by 

Brother Finlay Campbell, a Master Mason of No. XII. 

Bro Finlay is an experienced local teacher with a 

passion for outdoor education and experiential 

learning. The lecture/talk was entitled 'Creative 

Regeneration: Our Inverclyde, Our Future'. Bro 

Finlay is a board member of Creative Regeneration 

Inverclyde, and the talk looked at various regeneration 
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projects which he and fellow board members are promoting.  

Creative Regeneration’s purpose is the advancement of the Arts, Culture, Heritage & Science and 

the organisation’s belief in the transformative effect of community-led learning, leading to 

renewal and regeneration. Over the past decade, there has been growing recognition of the 

importance of Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) in empowering 

young people 

Bro Finlay delivered 

the talk, illustrating 

two projects in 

particular – the old 

Glebe building (left), 

which is currently 

derelict and in 

disrepair. Creative 

Regeneration believes 

that this project will 

not only play a key part in preserving the rich heritage of 

an area that is the subject of wider regeneration, but will 

also provide a unique cultural hub, fostering creativity and learning in an area that is identified as 

Scotland’s most deprived, by creating training opportunities and opportunities for people to 

reconnect and come together. This building is the last remaining of the Glebe Sugar Refinery 

(above), which was owned by Bro. James Reid Kerr, who was Master of No. 

XII from 1945 to 1947. 

The other project is the regeneration of the Old Library in King Street, 

Gourock (right), where Creative Regeneration is transforming it into a place 

for community use and learning after agreeing a lease of the building from 

Inverclyde Council.  

Following his talk, Brother Finlay took several questions from the brethren. 

The Master thanked Brother Finlay Campbell for the time and effort in 

preparing his talk and presentation, and for providing a most interesting, informative and
